<Seoul National University Korean Language 1B Workbook> is a supplementary resource for
<Seoul National University Korean Language 1B Student’s Book>. This book is carefully coordinated
to develop learners’ proficiency through exercises supporting the content of the main textbook. It

provides a variety of exercises for vocabulary and grammar, and review units.

Sentence level and dialogue level vocabulary exercises are designed to promote learners’ ability
to grasp meaning in context and apply language in productive manner. Grammar exercises develop
learners’ control of grammar at the sentence level and conversational level, and further expand
learning ability to creating sentences and conversational language. Carefully selected sentences
from meaningful and authentic communicative contexts enable learners to apply language in real-
life situations beyond the classroom. A review unit for each pair of main units allows both evaluation
of learners’ progress and review. Review units provide learners with opportunities to integrate the
knowledge and skills acquired from each unit through the contrast of grammar items that are similar
in meaning and form, TOPIK test modeled review exercises for vocabulary, grammar, listening,
reading, and writing, and a pronunciation review. Extended speaking practice enhances learners’ early

competence in spoken language.

Review units include Vocabulary and
Grammar, Pronunciation, Listening, Reading and Writing, and Speaking exercises.

Learning Goals
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The Grammar and Expression section offers pattern drill exercises, sentence level exercises

and dialogue level exercises.
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Pattern drill exercises provide practice of target
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grammar conjugations.
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Sentence level exercises allow for the production of

sentences using given words, illustrations, or photographs.
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Dialogue level exercises offer short contextual dialogues
using given words, illustration, or photographs.
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The Pattern Practice section
encourages learning of grammar

and expressions through controlled
repeated exercises.

The Review section reexamines the Vocabulary, Grammar, Pronunciation, Listening,

Reading, Writing, and Speaking portions of each unit.
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The Vocabulary and Grammar section provides a
consolidated explanation of each key Vocabulary, and
Grammar and Expression item.
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The Vocabulary and Grammar section provides exercises to
reexamine selected items that have a high frequency of
grammatical errors and require further study.
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The Vocabulary and Grammar section provides various types of
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pattern exercises to evaluate learners’ progress.
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The Pronunciation section enables learners to reevaluate
pronunciations and to discriminate correct pronunciations.
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The Listening section promotes topical comprehension in
communicative contexts.
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The Writing section offers conversational level writing tasks
linked to reading that develop learners’ ability to create sentences
;g using target vocabulary and grammar.
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The Speaking 1 section provides practice at conversing and at
explaining given situations.
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The Speaking 2 section offers reciprocal practice at realistic
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role-play scenarios and at authentic communicative situations.
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The Appendix supplies Listening Scripts, and Answer Key.
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The Listening Scripts furnish texts of the listening exercises for
learning the Korean alphabet and for listening reviews.
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Answer Key supplies correct answers for Vocabulary, Grammar
and Expression, Pattern Practice in each unit; and Vocabulary and

Grammar, Pronunciation, Listening, Reading and Writing in

review units.
